Based on Article 68, paragraph 2 of the Constitution of the Republic of Macedonia, 
at its session held on 1 March 2010, the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia adopted the following

R E S O L U T I O N
ON THE EFFECTS OF CLIMATE CHANGE 
IN THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA 
Having regard to the conclusions contained in the document adopted at the Global Climate Change Conference, held in Copenhagen in 2009;

Having regard to the information on climate change in the Republic of Macedonia based on the 30-year comparative analysis, as well the predictions concerning climate change by the end of 2100;

Faced with the consequences that would arise from the effects of climate change in the Republic of Macedonia, according to the results of the climate change scenarios;
Expressing concern for the consequences from the long-term effects of climate change in the most vulnerable areas: agriculture, forestry, water resources, bio-diversity, and health;

Recognizing that all the parameters necessary for adequate agricultural production are changing towards creation of unfavourable conditions resulting in lack of water, aridity, and droughts in all the important agricultural regions in the country;

Having regard to the fact that the lower yield of the most vulnerable cultures, especially winter wheat, grapevine and alfalfa in every region, will result in direct economic losses estimated at close to 30 million Euro by 2050, and up to 40 million by 2100;
Aware of the fact that the direct and indirect effects from the increase in temperature will reduce the productivity of the livestock and result in diseases;
Recognizing that climate change will have a negative impact on forestry, resulting in dying out of certain parts of the top of the trees and of whole trees, due to insects and diseases, forest fires and burning down of large areas, as well as because of migration of the forest tree species towards higher altitude; 
Recognizing that the climate change will have a complex effects on the health of the people, including diseases and conditions with possible fatal outcome, caused primarily by extreme weather conditions (floods, draughts and storms), as well as from the effects from air pollution; 
Pointing out that the effects of climate change will have a negative impact on the water resources, such as drastic decrease of available water resources in the future periods, as well as deterioration of water quality;
The Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia 

1. Notes that because of the influence of climate change on the planet it is necessary to adjust to the climate changes and to reduce the consequences of their effects;
2. In the future period will be committed to development of the country based on respect of the principle of putting an end to the desecration of the environment and choosing solutions which contribute to reducing and alleviating the effects of climate change;

3. Underlines that the Republic of Macedonia has an interest in the introduction of measures for reducing and adjusting to the effects of climate change;

4. Considers that in order to achieve this it is necessary to coordinate the activities of the Assembly, the Government and the other state institutions, as well as to cooperate with the interested non-governmental associations and organizations;

5. Believes that the problem of adjustment of the Republic of Macedonia to the climate change should be regulated with the adoption of special laws, as well as with continuous measures undertaken by the Government of the Republic of Macedonia;

6. Points to the need for the Government of the Republic of Macedonia to submit annual reports to the Assembly on the measures undertaken in order to adjust to the climate change and to mitigate their effects;
7. Is devoted, together with the Government of the Republic of Macedonia, to continue undertaking measures for informing the relevant international institutions and organizations about the effects of climate change in the Republic of Macedonia, and to take action for more adequate presentation of the problem on international level;

8. Believes that the resolving of this problem requests large funds that should be secured from different sources (the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia, international environmental funds, interested legal and physical entities, international loans, etc.)

9. Expresses its readiness to make the measures from this resolution priorities of the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia in the carrying out of the development and current policies for alleviation of the effects of climate change in the Republic of Macedonia, and to put its knowledge in the function of adoption of adequate political decisions;

10. This resolution shall be forwarded to the Government of the Republic of Macedonia; 

11. This resolution shall be published in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia.
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
