Dear Mr. Trakatellis,



Allow me to inform you that on the 114th sessions, held on 12 April 2008, the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia adopted a Decision for dissolution, after which the President of the Macedonian legislative house, in accordance with his constitutional and legislative competencies, adopted a Decision on organizing early elections, which will be held on 1 June 2008. Therefore, the already arranged term for the Fifth Meeting of the EU - Republic of Macedonia Joint Parliamentary Committee, that was to be held in Macedonia at the end of July this year, will have to be briefly postponed, until the constitution of the working bodies of the new, sixth composition of the Assembly.


Allow me to underline that, as was the case in past, the integration process of the Republic of Macedonia will continue to be a highest national interest, on which we have a general social, political, inter-ethnic and inter-religious consensus.  


I would like to express my deepest conviction that, regardless of the political structure of the Macedonian Parliament, the established quality in the relations with the European Parliament through the EU - Republic of Macedonia - Joint Parliamentary Committee will be maintained and further developed. This successful cooperation has resulted in the realization of the planned dynamics of oranizing meetings during the last 20 months, until the dissolution of the fifth Assembly composition.
