Pursuant to Article 184 Paragraph (1) of the Rules of Procedures of the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia (Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia, No. 91/2008, 119/10 and 23/13), the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia, at the Session held on 28 January 2019 adopted

CODE OF ETHICS
AMENDING AND APPENDING THE CODE OF ETHICS FOR THE MEMBERS OF THE ASSEMBLY OF THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA
Article 1

In the Code of Ethics for the Members of the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia (Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia, No 109/18), in Article 8, following Paragraph 1, two new Paragraphs (2) and (3) shall be added as follows:
(2) The MP, during his function cannot be guided by personal, family, religious, political or ethnic interests, party pressure or promises.
(3) The MP shall not:

-  receive or demand benefits for performing his/her duties,
- receive or gain right by violating the principle of equality before the law

- abuse the rights arising from his/her duty

- accept reward or other benefit for performing the duties referring to the function or duties
- demand or receive reward or service for voting or abstain from voting or influence the adoption of a decision by a body or person for gaining personal benefits or benefits to people close to him/her 
- promise employment or other rights by receiving a present or promise for present and 
- influence in decision making for public procurements or in any manner use the position to influence the adoption of decision aiming to achieve private interest or benefit for himself/herself or for other close ones”
Article 2

After Article 8, Article 8-a shall be added, which reads:
“Procedure in cases of indications for conflict of interests” 
Article 8 – a

(1) The MP shall be obliged to request Opinion from the State Committee for Protection from Corruption in cases of indications for conflict of interests/
(2) In the request, the MP shall list the reasons for the indications for conflict of interest. Upon receiving the Opinion, the MP shall submit it to the Committee on Rules of Procedure and Mandate – Immunity Affairs and to the President of the Assembly. 
(3) In cases of indicators for conflict of interest, the MP shall be obliged to take on all necessary measures to prevent the influence of the private interest. 
(4) Committee on Rules of Procedure and Mandate – Immunity Affairs in case of indication for conflict of interests can request opinion from the State Committee on Prevention from Corruption.

(5) The State Committee on Prevention from Corruption shall act immediatetely on the request from the Paragrapphs (1) and (4) from this Article. The Opinion of the State Committee on Prevention from Corruption shall be published on the web site of the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia.  
Article 3

After the Article 12, new Chapter III - a and four new Articles 12 – a, 12 – b, 12 – c and 12 – d shall be added, as follows: 

III – a ACCEPTING GIFTS AND REGISRTY OF ACCEPTED GIFTS

Accepting gift

Article 12 – a
(1) The MP can receive gifts which upon receival shall become state property except for the gifts given as a personal present to the MP

(2) The Assembly shall be obliged, upon receiving, to evaluate the value of the received gift

(3)  The evaluation of the gifts shall be conducted by licenced evaluators pursuant to the Law on Evaluation and the gifts shall be registered as accounting value of goods.
Article 12 – b
(1) The MPs, when receiving a gift from a foreign state, body, institution or international organization as a token of appreciation or respect, can keep to oneself as a perdonal gift if the value of the received gift does not exceed the value of 100 Euros in Denars equivalent, by the average exchange rate of the National Bank of the Republic of Macedonia on the day of receiving the gift. 

(2) А gift with a value over 100 Euros in Denars equivalent, by the average exchange rate of the National Bank of the Republic of Macedonia on the day of receiving the gift, can be kept as personal gift, if the MP pays the difference in the value of the gift stipulated pursuant to Article 12 – a Paragraph (3) of this Code of Ethics to the Budget account of the Republic of Macedonia  
Gift Reporting
Article 12 – c

(1) The MP shall be obliged within eight days from the day of receiving the gift to report the gift and hand over the received gift to the Secretary General of the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia  (hereinafter: Secretary General).

(2) The ---- shall contain the following data:

· Name and surname of the receiver of the gift 
· Name and surname of the giver, i.e. name and headquarters of the boidy or the legal entity, if the gift was given on behalf of the body or legal entity
· Date of receiving the gift 

· Occasion of gift giving, description of the gift 
· Statement if the received gift shall be kept as personal propery as personal gift 

(3)  The Form for Gift Reporting shall be stipulated by the Committee on Rules of Procedure and Mandate – Immunity Affairs.

Registry of received gifts
(1) The Secretary General shall be authorized for the Registry of Gifts 

(2) The Regisrty shall be a overview of received gifts pursuant to the Statements of Received Gifts 

(3) The Regisrty shall contain the following data:
· Name and surname of the receiver of the gift, position in the Assembly
· Name and surname of the giver, i.e. name and headquarters of the boidy or the legal entity, if the gift was given on behalf of the body or legal entity

· Date of receiving the gift and brief description of the gift 

· Evaluated value of the gift 

· Ownership of the gift (personal or state’s ownership) 

· Date of handing over the gift to the Assembly 

· Day of payment of the difference in the price at the account of the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia  

(4) The Regisrty of the received gifts shall be published at the web page of the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia 
Article 4
In Article 14 Paragraph 4 the conjunction and at the end of the sentence shall be replaced by comma (,)

After Line 5, two new Lines 6 and 7 shall be added as follows: 

· Acting contrary to Articles 8, 8 – a, 9, 10, 11 and 12 from this Code of Ethics and 
· Not acting pursuant to Article 12 – c paragraph (1) from this Code of Ethics. 

Article 5
In Article 16, following Paragraph (1), two new Paragraphs (2) and (3) shall be added as follows: 

(2)  For major violations of Article 14 from this Code of Ethics, in addition to public reprehention, the Committee can adopt a decision for suspending the MP from being Member of a Working Body for a duration of one month or to seize him/her from being a Chairperson of a Working body of the Assembly for one month.
(3) If the MP repeats the violation for which the measure from paragraph (2) of this Article was being announced, the Committee can adopt a decision for wage deduction of 5% in a duration of three to six months. 
Paragraph (2) becomes Paragrpah (4).

TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS
Article 6

The Committee within 30 days since the day of entry into force of this Code of Ethics shall draft the Form on Gift Reporting and shall publish the Form on the web site of the Assembly 

Entry into force
This Code of Ethics shall enter into force on the eighth day from the date it has been published in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia”.
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
